Course Content: A survey of World Literature commencing with the Bible considered
as a repository of literature. Those writers and works that have influenced Western
thought will receive primary emphasis, but some consideration will be given to literature
from other traditions.

Required Text Book: The Norton Anthology of World Classics.

Course Goal: To gain the skills necessary to understand, teach, and enjoy world
literature.

Course Requirements:

1. Each student will explore a writer or work that we do not cover in class. The
student will prepare and present to the class a fifteen-minute summary of his or
her research along with a five-page paper on the same subject.

2. Complete reading the text assignments by the day specified.

3. There will be a mid term and final exam.

Components of the final grade:
1. The presentation and paper will count for 25%
2. The tests will count 25% each
3. Daily quizzes over the reading will count 25%
