My name is John Smith. | have been a believer in Christ for 5 years. | was converted when |
turned 14 at a youth rally that was being held at a local church after school.

When | heard the youth speaker talk about sin and what sin does to one’s relationship with God,
| realized that | was a sinner and that because of my sin | had wrecked my relationship with my maker. |
realized for the first time that God wasn’t satisfied with my rebellion and that He had pursued me by
